Weather	 Summary	 for	 the	 period	 since	 the	 issue	 of	 last	 bulletin	 008(27.01.2017)	 for	 Tamil	

Nadu.	

Maximum	temperature	ranged	from	25oC	to	31°C	and	minimum	temperature	ranged	around	

19°C	 to	 26°C	 did	 prevail	 over	 the	 State.	 Kodaikanal	 and	 Uthagamandalam	 recorded	 maximum	

temperature	ranged	from	14oC	to	18oC	and	minimum	temperature	ranged	from	8oC	to	12oC	during	

the	period.	Isolated	rainfall	was	recorded	in	Tamil	Nadu.

! Present	weather	permits	the	prevalence	of	anthrax	disease	in	cattle	especially	in	the	villages	

near	the	Western	Ghats.	Get	vaccinated	from	nearby	veterinary	hospitals.		

! Considering	the	weather,	picking	may	be	done	from	the	irrigated	Combodia	cotton	variety	in	

the	morning	up	to	10	a.m	followed	by	shade	dry.	

! For	summer	irrigated	Sesame,	considering	the	anticipated	maximum	temperature,	anyone	of	

the	following	suitable	varieties	are	TMV	4,	TMV	6	SVPR	1	can	be	considered	for	sowing	during	

2nd	week	of	February.	

! Present	weather	 is	 conducive	 for	blast	disease	 in	Navarai	 rice.	 If	 incidence	 is	noticed,	 spray
