Weather Summary for the period since the issue of last bulletin 34 (01.05.2018) for Tamil
Nadu.

Maximum temperature ranged from 32°C to 42°C and minimum temperature ranged
around 21°C to 30°C did prevail over the State. Kodaikanal and Uthagamandalam recorded
maximum temperature ranged from 22°C to 25°C and minimum temperature ranged 12°C to 14°C
during the period. Isolated rainfall was recorded in Tamil Nadu.
