BRINJAL

Due to prevailing weather, the incidence of sucking pests,
whitefly and spiraling whitefly attack in some agricultural
and horticultural crops. Hence, farmers are advised to
monitor the movement of sucking pests by installing yellow
sticky traps @ 5Nos./acre. If any such incidences noticed,
farmers can spray NSKE 5% or any other Neem
formulations to manage the sucking pests.

GUAVA

In Guava fruit cultivation, this is correct time for Pruning.
The post season’s terminal growth to a length of 10-15 cm
has to be pruned during this period. The straight/erect
growing branches are to be bent by tying on to pegs driven
on the ground. Old unproductive but healthy trees can be
rejuvenated, may be either pollard or cut back to 75 cm
from ground level or dehorned by cutting the secondary
branches at a distance of 75 cm from their origin.

COwW

Due to the prevailing weather condition greens and straw
should be given to the cow as half (quantity) in the morning
and half in the evening after milking. Do not change the
fodder and its quantity suddenly, it can be changed
gradually. Long and hard stem fodders should be cut into
small pieces and fed to the animals. Better to feed the cow
with mixture of young foliage and dry grass with hay. Silage
should be given after milking and concentrated feed should
be given in the morning and evening hours with equal
distribution.
