Crop Stage Advisory 

General  Light to moderate rainfall with thunder and lightning is expected in 
western zone districts.  
Based on the soil moisture content, irrigation may be given to the 
irrigated crops and apply crop residue mulch to reduce water loss 
through evaporation. 
To harvest the summer rains, summer ploughing may be done against 
the slop with inverting type of plough. 

Rice Sowing  
 

By utilizing is expected rainfall rice nursery preparation may be started 
and if already sown, maintain thin film of water to avoid seed 
displacement.   

Maize  By utilizing the rain, irrigated maize sowing may be continued with 
imidacloprid 70 WS seed treatment @ 10g/ Kg of seeds and provide 
drainage.  

Cotton  
 

In cotton crop, spray NAA 40 ppm to prevent early shedding of buds 
and squares and increase the yield (40 mg of NAA dissolved in one litre 
of water will give 40 ppm). 

Tomato  June is the best time for sowing of tomato in raised bed for nursery 
seedlings. Do seed treatment with Trichoderma viride @ 4g/kg. The 
seed treatment must be done 24 hours before sowing of seeds. 

Banana  Since rainfall with wind more than 12 kmph is expected, propping may 
be done to banana crop to prevent lodging.  

Coconut  Provide inward ring basin around Coconut and fruit tree crops to harvest 
summer rains in root zone. 

Animal  Rainfall with thunderstorm is expected. Protect the animal properly. 
Safeguard the dry feed from rain and moisture. 
Since Wind speed of 12 km is expected along with rainfall, provide 
adequate care to the animal sheds.  
Do not allow the animals to graze on newly grown grasses, due to the 
receipt of last week rain.
