Based on soil moisture availability, farmers are requested to irrigate the crops.

Relative humidity  Cloudy weather with high relative humidity without rainfall may result to 
disease incidence. Hence, farmers are requested to go for fungicide spraying.  

Pulses Harvest  If possible, farmers are requested to go with machine harvester and store the 
harvested produce in safe.  

Maize Cob development If Fall army worm incidence noticed with the prevailed weather. To control 
spray Chlorantraniliprole 18.5 SC@ 3 ml / 10lit. of water using manually 
operated or battery-operated high- volume knapsack sprayer only with a spray 
volume of 500 lit./ha. 

Chilli Flowering  • Water logged condition lead to damping off infection, Soil drenching with 
copper oxychloride@ 2.5g/litre or Neem cake. 

• If rainfall was not recorded in the area, spray 19:19:19+Mn@1% .  
Onion  Water logged condition results to soft rot and basal rot. Practice soil trenching 

with Copper hydroxide 2.5g/litre . 
Livestock  Relative humidity Chance for diseases spread. Farmers are requested to provide vaccination 

immediately.
