GROUNDNUT

The leaf miner incidence is noticed in the Groundnut crop. The symptom of damage appears
on leaves; the larvae web the leaflets together and feed on them, remaining within the folds.
The severely attacked field looks "burnt". To control this, farmers are advised to set up a
light trap to monitor and kill the adult moths and watch for the incidence of the red hairy
caterpillar. If needed, spray 5% of Neem seed kernel extract (NSKE).

The incense of Aphids is expected in Tube Rose. The symptom of damages are
nymphs and adults on clusters and feed on flower, buds and young leaves. To
control, spray Buprofezin 25% SC @ 30ml + Sticky agent @ 10ml with 10 litres of
water.

COW

Due to the prevailing weather condition there is chance of infection Anthrax in cattle. The
symptoms are fever, severe diarrhea and dysentery, respiration becomes rapid and shortly
before death the mucous membranes appear cyanotic. The nasal discharge appears with
blood stain or purulent. As a preventive method immediately contact the local veterinarian
and vaccinate your animals once in a year.
