Black gram Flowering  

In rice fallow black gram, spray DAP (2%) + KCl (1%) solution on 

morning or evening at flower initiation and another at 15 days 

interval.   Alternatively “pulse wonder” at 5.0 kg/ha can be sprayed 

during flower initiation. 

 
Cotton  

In rice fallow cotton, one hand weeding has to be given on 45 DAS. 

After 3 days of weeding top dressing fertilizer can be done along 

with earthing up. 

 
Cattle Calves 

Calves above 3 months and sheep and goat above 2 months should 

be vaccinated against Foot and Mouth disease.
