Thunderstorm & Lightning 

Farmers are advised to keep their animals inside the cattle shed 

and avoid animals congregating under isolated tree or near trees, 

tractor, farm machinery and other equipment made of metals. 

Ensure that your animals are safe from the dangers of lightning 

strikes. 
Rice Weed management 1. To manage weeds in direct sown rice, apply bispyribac sodium  

2. @ 200 gram/ha at 10-12 days after sowing or cyhalofop-butyl  

3. @ 350 gram or Pyrazosulfuron ethyl @ 200 gram at 12-15 days 

after sowing or 2,4-D @ 1.25 kilogram at 30-50 days after 

sowing. 

Livestock 4. In these rainy days, livestock feed may be stored in dry place to 

avoid aflatoxin problem.

Goat During rainy days, goats may be affected with viral enteritis. As 

and when diarrhoea is noticed, immediate treatment should be 

done at the veterinary dispensary and do not allow the goats to 

graze outside. 

Poultry 5. Poultry birds reared in deep litter system should avoid dampness 

in litter material to avoid coccidiosis. If dampness is observed, 

replace it with fresh litter material or apply  5 kg of lime powder 

per 100 sq ft area. 

SMS: Moderate to heavy rain is expected for next five days. Hence, farmers may postpone irrigation 

and any chemical application.
