To manage
them, spray thiamethoxam 8.0g/ for 20 cent of nursery field. In transplanted field spray
Azadiractin 400 ml/acre or thiamethoxam 40 g/ac. Due to prevailing weather condition leaf
folder and stem borer infestation is found in paddy crop. To manage them, spray carbosulfan
400 ml/ac ot cattap hydrochloride 600 g/ac during morning or evening hours.

Maize growing farmers the fall army worm infection apply neem cake @ 250 kg/ha (farmer
contribution)

Seed treatment with cyantraniliprole 19.8% + thiamethoxam 19.8 FS @ 4.0 ml/kg seed

Border cropping with gingelly or cowpea or sorghum

Installation of pheromone traps @ 12 nos./ha

Spraying of chlorantraniliprole 18.5 SC @ 0.4 ml/1 (or) flubendiamide 20 WG (0.5 g/1) at 15-20
days of emergence (DAE)

Application of ememectin benzoate 5 SG (0.4 g/1) or spinetoram 11.7 SC (0.5 ml/1) at 35-40
DAE at late whorl stage and 60 DAE.

Banana:

Light with high wind speed expected it may cause lodging in banana. Provide support to five
months and above old banana.

Rice:

The forecasted weather may cause leaf folder infestation in rice crop. The farmers are
advised to monitor the field, if symptoms are observed it’s advised to spray
Chlorantraniliprole 18.5% 150 ml/ha.

Groundnut:

To increase flower retention , pod filling and to induce drought tolerance apart from yield
improvement , 2 sprays of groundnut rich @ 2 kg / acre( for each spray) at 35 DAS (50 %
flowering ) and 45 DAS (pod development stage). To provide adequate drainage facility in
lowland areas.

Brinjal:

Due to day temperature sucking pest incidence may be increase. To control this, spray
imidachloprid 0.3 ml/ litre. To provide adequate drainage facility in lowland areas.

Coconut:

To control red palm weevil in coconut, apply neem seed kernel powder + sand (1:2) @150 g
per palm in the base of the 3 inner most leaves in the crown. To control rhinoceros beetle,
setup Rhino lure pheromone trap @ 2 traps/acte. To provide adequate drainage facility in
lowland areas.
