SUNFLOWER

Cut the capitula (flower heads) only. Thresh and clean. Immediately after
harvest, dry the heads in the sun for 3 days. Spread the heads in thin layer and
give turning once in 3 hours. NOTE: Do not heap or store the heads before
drying properly as mould fungi will develop and spoil the grain quality.
Thresh using a mechanical thresher, or beat with a stick and separate the
grains, Winnow and clean the seeds, Dry the seeds again in the sun for
another two days & Store in gunny bags.

TOMATO
Due to prevailing weather the early blight incidence may occur in tomato. To
control, Spray propiconazole 25% EC @ 1 ml/l at 30 and 50 days after
planting.

OKRA/ LADYFINGER

Due to prevailing weather powdery mildew disease may occur in lady’s
finger. To control spray carbendazim 1 gm/ltr immediately after noticing the
disease and repeat after 15 days if necessary. Prevailing weather is favorable
for shoot and fruit borer incidence in bhendi. To control remove the affected
terminal shoot showing boreholes. Install pheromone trap@ 5 nos./ac or
spray azadirachtin 1.0% EC 3.0 ml/lit or emamectin benzoate 5 % SG 4.0g/10
liter.
