Weather Based Agro-Advisor ies: (Mango, Banana & Animal Husbandry) 
Mango:  

The incense of Anthracnose disease is noticed in Mango. Due to this disease, young leaves and tender 
twigs wither and dry.  Affected branches ultimately dry up. Black spots appear on fruits.  The fruit 
pulp becomes hard, cracks and decays at ripening.  Infected fruits drop. To control spray Pseudomonas 
fluorescence @ 50gm + Sticky agent @ 10ml with 10litres of water at 3 times with 10 days interval.   
 

Banana:  

To improve the grade of Banana bunches, farmers are advised to spray 2, 4-D at 25 ppm (25 mg/lit) on 
Poovan, Monthan, Rasthali and Co1 bananas after the last hand has emerged. This will also help to 
remove seediness in the Poovan variety. Spray Plantozym @ 2mg per 1 litre of water at 6th month 
after planting. 
 

Animal Husbandry: 

To increase the SNF rate in cow milk, farmers are advised to add 2 to 3 grams of baking soda and 15 
to 20gms of cooking salt with the routine daily feed of cows, this will help to increase the SNF rate in 
the milk.
