	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 29 Aug. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 38℃ to 39℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 24℃ - 25℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 18 – 28 Kmph from, Southwest direction.


General Advisory:
Agriculture:
As the temperature is expected to increase in the forthcoming days, sucking pest infestation may be prevalent in vegetables, pulses and groundnut crops. Hence, 5% Neem seed kernel extract may be sprayed to control the pest incidence.
Wind with the speed of 18 to 28 kmph is expected for the next five days. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya, Guava and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support. Postpone the spraying activity.

Livestock:
Light to Moderate rain with thunderstorm & lightning is likely to occur at isolated places over the district during 28, 29 & 30 August 2024.  Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/ 5herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose.  Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Chilly, Coconut & Animal Husbandry)
Chilly: 
Seed treatment is very important in Chilly crop. 
Treat the seeds with Trichoderma viride @ 10gm per kg and Pseudomonas fluorescens @ 10gm per kg and sow in lines spaced at 10cm in raised nursery beds and cover with sand. 
Coconut: 

Kind attention to coconut farmers.  Button shedding is noticed in coconut fields. 
To control button shedding, farmers are advised to go with the root feeding of Coconut Tonic of TNAU @ 200ml/Tree. 
This can be repeated/continued at 6 monthly intervals. 

Animal Husbandry:
Despite the fact that green fodder is abundantly available during the rainy season and also there are more chances for consumption of green fodder by cattle. 
This is due to the fact that an increase in consumption of green fodder can lead to the occurrence of green diarrhoea and a problem of Acidosis. 
Ensure that the fodder given to animals is mixed with larger quantities of dry fodder at this time.
