	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 7, 11 Aug & Moderate rain 8 Aug. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 34℃ to 36℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 23℃ - 25℃. General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (09th to 15th August 2024):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 9th to 15th August 2024.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal and are likely to be in the range 28°C to 32°C over the plains of the district during next week. 9th to 15th August 2024.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 20°C to 24°C over the district during next week 9thto 15th August 2024.
Heavy Wind Warning:

Strong surface wind with the speed of 30 – 40 kmph is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 07.08.24 & 08.08.24.  Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya, Guava and Moringa crops, to prevent from lodging. 
For Gourds check the structures / pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support. 
Postpone the spraying activity.
Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees, don’t tie the animals on electric poles. Provide safe shelter for the animals.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Banana, Brinjal & Animal Husbandry)
Banana: 
Micronutrients are essential for banana trees cultivated on dry land.  

Spraying of  Plantozyme @ 2ml / litre of water is recommended. 
Similarly, Acid lime and Zinc Sulphate @ 5gm/litre of water can also be sprayed at this stage.  
Spraying activities can be done during the non-rainy days.

Paddy: 
The incidence of stem borer is seen in kuruvai season Paddy. 
To control this, spraying 3.03% of Azadirachtin@ 1 litre/ha is recommended.
Animal Husbandry:
Light to Moderate rain with thunderstorm and lightning is likely to occur at isolated places over district on 7 & 8 August. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
