	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain during the next five days. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 31℃ to 33℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 21℃ - 24℃. Cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 8 – 10 Kmph from, West directions.


General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (02nd to 15th August 2024):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 2nd to 15th August 2024.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal and are likely to be in the range 28°C to 32°C over the plains of the district during next week. 2nd to 15th August 2024.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be near normal and are likely to be in the range 18°C to 22°C over the district during next week 2nd to 8th August 2024.

Minimum temperatures are likely to be normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 20°C to 24°C over the district during next week 9thto 15th August 2024.
Agriculture:

Farmers are advised to get ready for sowing and planting of horticultural crops, such as Chillies, Brinjal, Snake gourd, Banana and other perennial crops during this season (Aadipattam).

Heavy Wind Warning:

Strong surface wind with the speed of 30 – 40 kmph is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 03.08.24 & 04.08.24.  Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya, Guava and Moringa crops, to prevent from lodging. 
For Gourds check the structures / pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support. 
Postpone the spraying activity.
Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees, don’t tie the animals on electric poles. Provide safe shelter for the animals.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Banana, Jackfruit & Animal Husbandry)
Banana: 
Using the predicted light rainy weather condition, Banana cultivators are advised to apply the biological inputs Azospirillum and Phosphobacteria, @ 20 grams of each per plant, which are in the growing stage, 5 months after planting.  
Jackfruit: 
Jackfruit cultivators are advised to apply fertilizers to Jack breeds as follows. 

For well matured trees, after harvest, apply Urea @ 1650gm, Superphosphate @ 2220gm, Potash @ 850gm along with 50kg of Farmyard Manure.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather condition, Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease causes sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhoea may also be seen during death. 
To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat for grazing one hour after the sunshine. 
Immediately contact the nearest veterinary clinic and vaccinate your animals.
