General

Avoid application of fertilizers and insecticides to the crops. 

Cotton   Harvest Pick the matured cotton boles before rain.

Provide support with wooden poles to avoid lodging of tree due to 

rain and wind. 

 

Sugarcane   
To avoid lodging due to heavy rain, detrashing and propping of five 

month old sugarcane is recommended.
