Rice Nursery

Roots of 18 to 22 days of old young seedlings need to be dipped in
biofertilizers slurry (1 kg or 125 ml of each Azospirillum and

phosphobacteria ) for 15 to 30 minutes before transplanting.

Cotton Vegetative

Prevailing weather condition favours shedding of buds and
squares in cotton. To prevent this spray 40 ppm NAA at 60 and 90

days after sowing.

Sugarcane Vegetative

Considering weather conditions, detrashing and propping of five

months old sugarcane is recommended.

Cattle Cow

Farmers are advised provide sufficient mineral mixture to nourish

the cattle health.
