Crop Stage Adyvisory

General Moderate to heavy Rainfall is expected during this week in all three
western zone districts. The wind speed will be between 6 - 16 km/hr.
Irrigation may be postponed based on soil moisture and apply crop
residue mulches to all irrigated crops to maintain sufficient soil
moisture.

Plan for summer ploughing against the slope with soil inverting type
ploughs.

Excess rain may be harvested safely in farm ponds.

Continuous rainfall is predicted. Postpone irrigation, fertilizer
application and sowing.

Sugarcane | Vegetative Considering the local circulation due to increased temperature and
expected summer rains, provide propping to the sugarcane by tying
opposite row to prevent from lodging.

With the receipt of rainfall, late season sugarcane setts may be planted
with proper drainage.

Tapioca By utilizing the received and anticipated rainfall harvest may be
programmed in Tapioca.

Coconut Summer rains during next two months may be harvested in root zone
of coconut by deepening the tree basin with inward slopes. Till then,
ensure to provide 100 liters of water per tree per day to maintain the
productivity.

Animal Rain is expected during this week. Check the roofs of animal shed and

Husbandry repair leakages.
