	Chances of Moderate rain during 15, 18, 19 Nov & light rain on 16, 17 Nov. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 29℃ to 32℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 20℃ - 23℃. General Advisory:
Heavy Rainfall Warning:

Thunderstorm with Heavy is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 15 November 2024. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Cotton, Lab-Lab & Animal Husbandry)
Cotton:

Heavy rainfall is expected in the coming days, proper drainage has to be provided for both the rain-fed and irrigated cotton crops. Postpone the intercultural / plant protection activities like fertilizer and pesticide application, until the rain completely stops.
Lab-Lab:

In Lab-Lab cultivation, pruning has to be done to get a good yield. 
When the vine reaches the pandal, the terminal bud has to be nipped. Each branch has to be pruned, leaving three feet in length. 
When the flowering starts, prune the branches bearing inflorescence, leaving three nodes from the productive axil. Continue this procedure throughout the reproductive phase.
Animal Husbandry:
To protect your animals from lightning and thunderstorm. Do not allow the animals to graze outside and don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. Check for aflatoxin contamination in the dry fodder before feeding your cattle.
