General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (15th to 21st November 2024):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of above normal rainfall likely over the district during 15th to 21st November 2024.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 28°C over the plains of the district during next week. 15th to 21st November 2024.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 18°C to 22°C over the district during next week 15th to 21st November 2024.

Heavy Rainfall Warning:

Thunderstorm with Heavy is likely to occur at isolated places over the district during 13, 14 & 15 November 2024. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Paddy, Marigold & Animal Husbandry)
Paddy:
The incense of rice case worm noticed in Paddy.  Caterpillars feed on green tissues of the leaves and leaves become whitish papery. Tubular cases around the tillers if we cut the apical portion of leaves, floating tubular cases on the water are the symptoms. 
Drop 6 litres of kerosene per acre into the standing water. Dislodge the cases by passing a rope and draining water. Collect the cases and destroy them. 
Spray Quinalphos 25 EC @ 80 ml. Plant protection activities can be done only during non-rainy days.
Marigold:

Red spiders may be widely seen in the Marigold flower crop. These insects absorb sap from the leaves and flowers of the plants. The flowers dry up during severe infestation. 
To control this, spray Propargite @ of 1½ ml per litre of water.
Plant protection activities should be carried out on non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions and the cold winds blowing at night, cattle, especially young calves or young ones should be kept inside the sheds and should not be tied in open spaces.  
Moreover, by installing heaters or electric bulbs, cattle can be protected from diseases such as pneumonia.
