Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 08th to 14th November 2024.

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of above normal rainfall likely over the district during 15th to 21st November 2024.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 30°C to 32°C over the plains of the district during next week. 08th to 14th November 2024.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 28°C to 32°C over the plains of the district during next week. 15th to 21st November 2024.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 22°C to 26°C over the district during next week 08th to 21st November 2024.

Heavy Rainfall Warning:

Heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 9 & 12 November 2024. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district during 9 to 13 November 2024. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Patty, Cotton & Animal Husbandry)
Paddy:
The incidence of gall midge was noticed in Paddy. The symptoms appear on shoots, maggot feeds at the base of the growing shoot, causing the formation of a tube-like gall that is similar to “onion leaf” or “Silver-shoot”. 
To control this apply Fipronil 5SC @400g/acre or Thiamethoxam 25WG @ 50g/acre.  
Set up Light traps @ one per acre and pheromone traps @ 5 per acre to monitor and control pest activities.
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Cotton:
Farmers are advised to start the weeding operation in cotton. 
Apply Fluchloralin @ 2 litres/ha., three days after sowing, using a hand-operated sprayer fitted with deflecting or fan-type nozzle, it will control the weed up to the 25th day. 
The second weeding should be done with hoe and hand weed between the 30th to 40th day after sowing.
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, the Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease is sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhea may also be seen during death. 

To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat to graze one hour after the sunshine. Once in a year, contact the nearby veterinarian to vaccinate your animals.
