	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Moderate rain on 15 Nov & light rain during 16, 17, 18, 19 Nov. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 29℃ to 32℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 20℃ - 23℃. General Advisory:
Heavy Rainfall Warning:

Thunderstorm with Heavy is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 15 November 2024. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.

Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Tomato, Bitter Gourd & Animal Husbandry)
Tomato:
Due to heavy rainfall, there are chances of water logging.  
Provide adequate drainage facility. Postpone the intercultural / plant protection activities like fertilizer and pesticide application, until the rain completely stops. Harvest the matured crops immediately on getting heavy rainfall forecast and keep the harvested produce in a safe place.
Bitter Gourd:

The incense of Downy mildew noticed in Gourds. Symptoms resembling mosaic viz, pale green areas separated by dark green areas appear on the upper surface of the leaf.
During the wet season, the corresponding lower surface covered with faint purplish fungal growth. The entire leaf dries up quickly.
To manage, use the bed system with wide spacing, good drainage and air movement and exposure to the sun, this will help to check the disease development.
To control this, spray, well-fermented curd @ 350ml, Pseudomonas @ 50gm, Coconut water @ 250ml and white of the chick egg @ 6Nos with 10 litres of water.
Spraying activities can be carried out on a non-rainy day.
Animal Husbandry:
To protect your animals from lightning and thunderstorm. Do not allow the animals to graze outside and don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. Check for aflatoxin contamination in the dry fodder before feeding your cattle.
