Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 08th to 14th November 2024.

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility of above normal rainfall likely over the district during 15th to 21st November 2024.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 28°C to 30°C over the plains of the district during next week. 08th to 14th November 2024.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 26°C to 28°C over the plains of the district during next week. 15th to 21st November 2024.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 18°C to 22°C over the district during next week 08th to 21st November 2024.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Banana, Cotton & Animal Husbandry)
Banana:

Nematode infestation is widespread in bananas. These nematodes absorb sap from the roots and tubers of the banana and the tubers look dark in colour. 

Bacteria and fungi can easily enter through the wounds caused by nematodes and cause diseases. The attacked bananas will wilt. Banana seedlings should be selected from places where nematodes have not attacked before. 

Alternative crops should be done without re-cultivating banana in the affected areas. 

Grow Sun-hemp in the field and then incorporate it in the soil after a month. 

While preparing the land for the banana crop, apply Neem cake @ 50 kg per acre before planting. 

Mix 1 kg pseudomonas with 1 kg of Trichoderma viride and apply it to the soil. 

Before planting, (pre-treat) dip the banana suckers in the solution of Imidacloprid @ 5ml per 10 litres of water and then transplant. 

On the 30th day after planting, apply Phorate granule around each plant @ 30gms per sucker.
Cotton:

Cotton crops grown in clayey soils are more susceptible to wilt disease. This disease attacks the crop during the young and growing stages. 

The leaves at the base of the grown plant will begin to wilt first. If you split the affected stem, you will see dark streaks. 

To control this, the drenching of Azoxystrobin @ 10ml per tank with Copper oxychloride @ 35ms per tank is recommended. Plant protection activities can be done, only on non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, the Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease is sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhea may also be seen during death. 

To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat to graze one hour after the sunshine. Once in a year, contact the nearby veterinarian to vaccinate your animals.
