Under its influence a low pressure area is likely to form over the same area during next 48 hours. It is likely to move slowly nearly westwards during subsequent 2-days towards Tamil Nadu/Sri Lanka coasts. Yesterday’s trough from Gulf of Mannar to eastcentral Bay of Bengal runs from the above cyclonic circulation over southwest Bay of Bengal to eastcentral Bay of Bengal and extends upto mid-tropospheric levels 3.1 km above mean sea level. A cyclonic circulation lies over southeast Arabian Sea &amp; adjoining Lakshadweep area between 1.5 km &amp; 3.1km above mean sea level.
