Trichogramma chilonis @2 cc (40,000/ ac). Spray Phosalone 35 EC
600 ml/ha or Carbosulfan 6% G 16.7 kg/ha or

Cartaphydrochloride 50 % SP 1000 g/ha.

To avoid the occurrence of milk fever in dairy cattle, feeding of
supplementary mineral mixture of 15-30g is recommended during

pregnancy.

Cattle Cow and Goat | During night, provide covered shelter to protect animals from cold
wind. Feed animal with a mixture of oil cakes and 100 gram of

jaggery per cow to maintain the body temperature of animals.

Providing mineral mixture @ 30 gram/cow is also beneficial.
