	SMS Advisory
	Chances of Moderate on 26, 27 Oct & light rain during 28, 29, 30 Oct. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 34℃ to 36℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 22℃ - 24℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 6 –10 Kmph from, Southwest, South & Southeast directions.


General Advisory:
Heavy Rainfall Warning:

Heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated places over the district on 27 October 2024. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district during 28 to 30 October 2024. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Paddy, Black gram & Animal Husbandry)
Paddy:

Stagnant water in the paddy fields should be drained immediately. 
If the paddy crop has not yet been top-dressed, mix 22 kg urea, 18 kg gypsum and 4 kg neem cake per acre on the first day evening itself and on the next day morning mix it with 17 kg of potash and sprinkle it. This has the potential to increase the growth of the crop.
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Black gram:

Farmers are advised to take up sowing of new high yielding  Black gram varieties such as VBN – 8, VBN – 11 and Green gram varieties like VBN – 5 , CO – 9 with available soil moisture.
Do not do crop protection activities like spraying, applying fertilizers on rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Necrotic enteritis is caused by Clostridium perfringens type, ubiquitous bacteria, found in soil, dust, faces, feed, and used poultry litter. 
It is also a normal inhabitant of the intestines of healthy chickens. Enterotoxaemia occurs due to sudden changes in feed or damage to the intestinal mucosa (eg. coccidiosis, mycotoxicosis, salmonellosis, worm infestation). 
During the rainy season and ensuing winter season high stocking density predispose the birds to coccidiosis and Necrotic Enteritis. Reduce feeding the high dietary levels of dry fish, fishmeal and wheat. 
The chances of growth of coccidial oocysts as well as the Clostridium perfringens and Ecoli are more during the rainy season. 
The enterotoxaemia, can be prevented by using good quality feed ingredients free from mycotoxins and deworming of the desi birds. Similarly, the litter moisture should be kept low.
