According to district level forecast issued by India Meteorological Department for

Thanjavur district, the sky will be clear. Light drizzling expected on 04.09.2024, 05.09.2024 and

08.09.2024.

Forrice nursery, applications of 2 kg DAP/cent is recommended. In
rice nursery, spray Azadiraction 0.03% (3 ml/litre of water) with
sticking agent Khadi Gopura Bar Soap @ 3g/litre to prevent thrips

infection on 10 days after sowing.

Cattle

This situation is favorable for the development of Aflatoxin
infection in the Corn kernels and Paddy Straw, which may affect
the health of the cattle. To save them from infection, dry the Corn
kernels and Paddy Straw before feeding.
