General Advisory:
Extended range Forecast for next week (25th to 08th May 2025):  

Rainfall:

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 25th to 01st May 2025.

As per extended range predictions, there is possibility near normal to slightly above normal rainfall likely over the district during 02nd to 08th May 2025.

Maximum Temperature:

Maximum temperatures are likely to be near normal and are likely to be in the range 30°C to 34°C over the plains of the district during next week. 25th to 01st May 2025.

Maximum temperatures are likely to be generally near normal and are likely to be in the range 30°C to 34°C over the plains of the district during next week. 02nd to 08th May 2025.

Minimum Temperature:

Minimum temperatures are likely to be near normal to slightly above normal and are likely to be in the range 20°C to 24°C over the district during next week 25th to 01st May 2025.

THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 26. 04. 2025 & 27.04.2025. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Agriculture:

Due to hot and humid conditions, discomfort weather is likely at isolated pockets over the district during next two days (26.04.2025 & 27.04.2025). Hence farmers are advised to plan their field activities during morning and evening hours and avoid working in the field during 12 noon to 4 Pm. Stay safe and take care. Drink adequate water.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: Jasmine, Tomato & Animal Husbandry)
Jasmine: 
Due to the prevailing weather condition the incense of Leaf spot disease may be expected in the Jathimalli (Jasmine) flower crop. 
Black spots appear and spread throughout the leaf, showing a burning appearance. 
To control, spray Difenoconazole @ 2 ½ gm per litre of water. 
Since the prevailing daytime temperature is very high, Spraying activities should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.
Tomato:
The incense of Leaf Curl virus disease noticed in Tomatoes.  The symptom appears on newly grown plants; tomato yellow leaf curl virus reduces the internodes, also gives the plant a stunted appearance. 
The new leaves also greatly reduce in size, wrinkled and yellowed between the veins. Leaf margins that curl upward, giving them a cup-like appearance. 
Flowers may appear but usually will drop before the fruit set. 
To control, spray the composite of Fermented curd 250ml + Pseudomonas 40gm + 2 egg whites with 10 litres of water.
Since the prevailing daytime temperature is very high, Spraying activities should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.
Animal Husbandry: 

Farmers are advised to deworm their goats for Round / Tap Worms for the months of May and June. Farmers can contact the nearby veterinarian for deworming their goats. Deworming should be done in the morning hours while the goats are in an empty stomach.
