Forecast Summary:

As per District level forecast issued by the IMD for Nilgiris district, sky will be cloudy. Very light to
moderate rainfall is expected for the next five day. Maximum temperature will be around 17-18°C.
Minimum temperature will be around 12-13°C. Morning relative humidity will be around 90-95% and
evening relative humidity will be around 95-98%. Wind speed is to be around 08-10 km per hour.

First day (03.09.2025) & Second day (04.09.2025)-Thunderstorms & Lightning, Squall etc; Strong
Surface winds.

Likely impacts of weather warnings on Agriculture and associated Agromet advisories

1. Provide drainage facility. ii. Postpone the intercultural / plant protection activities such as fertilizer
and pesticide application until the rain stops. Seeds can be treated with Trichodermaasperellum @ 4g/kg
or Bacillus subtilis @ 10g/kg to manage seed borne pathogens. Further, soil testing has to be done
before any cropping programme.

To manage Late blight in potato crop, ¢ Foliar spray of mancozeb @ 2 g/l or
POTATO (Vegetative ) |chlorothalonil @ 2 g/l on 45, 60 and 75 days after planting is recommended
during the rain free period.

GARLIC 1g/litre(or)copper oxychloride @ 2.5g/litre during rain free period.

Ginger soft rot management * Provide adequate drainage facilities ¢ Select
healthy and disease free seed rhizomes and treat the seed rhizomes with
GINGER (Vegetative )  |mancozeb or copper oxychloride @ 3 g/1 or 200 ppm streptocycline for 30
minutes, * In the field, drench the beds with copperoxychloride @ 2.5 g/l or
1% Bordeaux mixture during rain free period.

Integrated disease management strategies for the management of virus
diseases in vegetables ¢ Select disease free seeds ¢ Follow crop rotation ®
Collect and destroy the virus affected plants « Nursery beds should be covered
with nylon net or straw ¢ Raise 2-3 rows of maize or sorghum as border crop *
Install sticky traps (blue& yellow) @ 5 nos/acre. * If necessary, spray the crop
with systemic insecticides, Dimethoate @ 2.0 ml/litre (or) Thiamethoxam @
0.2 mV/litre (or) Imidacloprid @ 0.2 ml/litreof water using hand sprayer
during the rain free period.

Impact based advisories (General)

* To manage Fusarium wilt in carnation, soil drenching with carbendazim @ 0.1 % or difenoconazole @
0.05 % or Bacillus amyloliquefaciens @ 0.5 % at monthly intervals is recommended. Applying for may
be given during rain free period.
