General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorms & lightning with light to Moderate rain is likely to occur at one or two places over the district during 01.05.2026 to 03.05.2026.

Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.

Wind Warning: 

Thunderstorm with Lightning associated with gusty winds speed reaching 30-40 Kmph likely to occur at isolated places over district during 01.05.2026 to 03.05.2026 May 2026. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and support for banana crops to prevent from lodging.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Sesame, Coconut, Tuberose & Animal Husbandry)
Sesame: 
The incidence of Leaf Webber / roller and capsule borer is expected in Sesame Crop. In the early stage of infestation, the larvae feed inside the leaf and infested shoots stop growing. 
At flowering, larvae feed inside the flowers, and on capsule formation, larvae bore into the capsule and feed on developing seeds. 
To control spray Neem oil @ 40ml + Sticky agent @ 10ml with 10litres of water.

Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Coconut:
Kind attention to the Coconut farmers.  Button shedding is noticed in coconut fields. 
To control button shedding, farmers are advised to go with the root feeding of Coconut Tonic of TNAU @ 200ml/Tree. This can be continued at 6 monthly intervals.
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Tuberose: 
The occurrence of Root–knot nematode is noticed in the Tuberose flower crop. Root swelling and galling are similar to those described for other host plants infected with the root-knot nematode.  
Affected plants are usually stunted and leaves become yellow at the tip when the root system is heavily galled. 
To control, mix the Cartap hydrochloride @ 40gm with 10 litres of water and remove the sprayer nozzle and pore 5 to 7ml per plant at the root portion.

Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Accommodation for laying hens in summer should be increased to 2 1/2 feet. 
Give cold clean water 5 to 6 times. 
The fodder tray should be kept clean. 
Chickens should be provided with roaming accommodation without crisis. 
If the top layer of the egg is found to be thin due to heat, vitamin D should be added to the feed. 
Thus, by protecting the chickens from the summer heat can prevent their death and avoid causing loss to the farm.
