	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 16 & 18 May. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 34℃ to 35℃ and the minimum temperature would be 28℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 6-12 Kmph from, Southwest direction.


General Advisory:
Rainfall occurred in a few places during the past few days, and rain is also forecasted for the coming days.
Farmers are advised to start summer plough work to increase the capacity of the soil to absorb the rainwater and by overturning the soil, the sharp rays of sun enters the soil and kills the eggs, larvae, and pupae of soil-borne insects and pests.
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district during 16 to 20 May 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Bhendi, Chendumalli, Guava & Animal Husbandry)
Bhendi: 

The incense of Shoot and fruit borer were seen in Bhendi. Damages cause the terminal shoots to wither and droop, shedding buds and flowers, bore holes in fruits and feed, and deformed fruits. 
To manage this, collect and destroy the affected buds, flowers, and fruits. 
Setup pheromone trap @ 12 Nos. per hac. 
To control spray 5 ml of Azadiractin or 500ml of Neem extract concentrate with 10 litres of water.
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Chendumalli:

Red spiders may be widely seen in the Chendumalli (Marigold) flower crop. 
These insects absorb sap from the leaves and flowers of the plants. During a severe infestation, the flowers dry up. 
To control this, spray Propargite 57% EC @ 1 ½ ml per litre of water.
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Guava: 

Spraying operations should not be undertaken strictly during the rainy days.

Mealy bugs are the type of insect that attacks guava trees.  They live by sucking sap from plants. They are especially common in humid and hot areas. Mealy bugs settle on the leaves, stems, and fruits of the guava trees and damage them.   

To control the mealy bugs, mix 5 ml of Neem oil and 5 ml of dishwashing liquid in 1 litre of water and spray on the affected areas.  To prevent the insects from coming back, spraying can be done periodically.   
Also, cut, remove and destroy leaves, fruits and branches infested with mealy bugs.
Animal Husbandry:
Provide B-Complex liquid supplementation through drinking water to poultry birds to combat heat stress.  
Farmers are advised to reduce the number of birds in a unit area of poultry shed to overcome the heat stress.
