Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district during 23. 05. 2026 to 27.05.2026. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Wind Warning: 
Banana, Papaya, Moringa & Sugarcane

Thunderstorm with Lightning with Strong Gusty Wind with a speed of 40 to 50 kmph is expected on 23 to 27 May 2026.

Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

Gourds:
For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Cashew, Sorghum, Groundnut & Animal Husbandry)
Cashew: 

Old and senile cashew orchards with poor yielders are cut down leaving a stump of 1 – 3 m in height from the ground level. 
The emerging new sprouts are used as rootstock for epicotyl grafting. 
Suitable scions are collected and grafted onto the new sprouts.
Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days. 
Sorghum:

Average and well-distributed rainfall of 250-300 mm is optimum for rain-fed sorghum. 
The seed requirement is 15 kg/ha., Seed hardening ensures high germination. 
The seeds can be sown after being pre-soaked in 20gms of potassium di-hydrogen phosphate solution for 6 hours and then dried back to their original moisture content in the shade.
Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days. 
Groundnut: 

The application of Gypsum is important for the Groundnut crop. Apply gypsum @ 400 kg/ha by the side of the plants on the 40th to 45th day of sowing for irrigated crops and on the 40th to 75th day of sowing for rain-fed crops.   
Apply gypsum, hoe and incorporate in the soil and then earth up. 
Gypsum is effective in calcium and Sulphur-deficient soils.
Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease is sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhea may also be seen during death.

To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat to graze one hour after the sunshine. 
Vaccinate the animals once a year before the onset of monsoon.
