	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 25 & 29 Apr. Maximum temperature would be 39℃ and the minimum temperature would be 27℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 4 Kmph from, Southeast & South directions.


General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 29 April 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Since the prevailing daytime temperature is very high, Spraying activities should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Brinjal, Drumstick, Mango & Animal Husbandry)
Brinjal: 
To increase the yield of Brinjal, give foliar spraying with vegetable booster @ 5 gram/litre along with sticking agent in 15-day intervals after 30 days of planting.
Spraying should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.
Drumstick:
Due to the high maximum temperature, there is a chance of the incidence of Pod flies in the Moringa field. The symptoms are drying and splitting of fruits from the tip and oozing of gummy exudate from fruit.  
Collect and destroy all the fallen and damaged fruits. 
Use attractants like citronella oil, eucalyptus oil, vinegar (Acetic acid), dextrose, or lactic acid. 
Set up pheromone traps at 7Nos. per Acre. 
Spray insecticides like Nimbecidine @ 3ml/litre at the time of 50% fruit set and 35 days later.
Mango: 
The incense of Grey Blight is expected in Mango. The symptoms of damage appear on leaves.  Brown spots develop on the margin and at the tip of the leaf lamina.  They increase in size and become dark brown. 
To control this, spray Copper oxychloride @ 30 gm + Cartap hydro chloride @ 20gm + sticky agent @ 10ml with 10 litres of water.
Animal Husbandry:
Farmers are advised to deworm their goats for Round / Tap Worms for the months of May and June. Farmers can contact the nearby veterinarian for deworming their goats. Deworming should be done in the morning hours while the goats are in an empty stomach.
