Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.

Wind Warning: 

Thunderstorm with Lightning associated with gusty winds speed reaching 30-40 Kmph likely to occur at isolated places over district during 01.05.2026 to 03.05.2026 May 2026. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and support for banana crops to prevent from lodging.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Tomato, Black Gram, Maize & Animal Husbandry)
Tomato: 
The incense of Septoria Leaf Spot disease is noticed in Tomato. The plant may be attacked at any stage of its growth. The disease is characterized by numerous, small, grey, circular leaf spots having a dark border. 
Remove and destroy the affected plant parts. 
Spraying Copper-oxychloride @ 350gm per acre in the field may effectively control the disease.
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Black Gram:
Farmers who have been cultivating Black Gram can control the pests by spraying imidacloprid at the rate of 0.5 ml per liter of water to control Yellow Mosaic Virus.
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Maize: 
Spray maize maxim 3kg/acre in 200 litres of water with adequate quantity of wetting agent at the stage of Tassel initiation and grain filling stages. 
Benefits: Improves grain filling, Increases grain yield up to 20 per cent and Improves drought tolerance.
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Accommodation for laying hens in summer should be increased to 2 1/2 feet. 
Give cold clean water 5 to 6 times. 
The fodder tray should be kept clean. 
Chickens should be provided with roaming accommodation without crisis. 
If the top layer of the egg is found to be thin due to heat, vitamin D should be added to the feed. 
Thus, by protecting the chickens from the summer heat can prevent their death and avoid causing loss to the farm.
