	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain on 16 & 17 May. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 31℃ to 32℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 26℃-28℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 12-18 Kmph from, Southwest direction.


General Advisory:
Rainfall occurred in a few places during the past few days, and rain is also forecasted for the coming days.
Farmers are advised to start summer plough work to increase the capacity of the soil to absorb the rainwater and by overturning the soil, the sharp rays of sun enters the soil and kills the eggs, larvae, and pupae of soil-borne insects and pests.
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district during 16 to 20 May 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Tomato, Coconut, Crossandra & Animal Husbandry)
Tomato: 

Tomato crops are susceptible to Tomato spotted wilt disease, which can cause streaking of leaves, stems, and fruits. 
Numerous small, dark, circular spots appear on younger leaves. Leaves may have a bronzed appearance and later turn dark brown and wither. 
Fruits show numerous spots about one-half inch in diameter with concentric, circular markings. On ripe fruit, these markings are alternate bands of red and yellow. 
The disease transmitted through Thrips, which act as vectors. Remove and destroy the affected plants, and raise Barrier crops. 
To control the vector, spray Imidachlopride @ 5ml or any systemic insecticide with sufficient water.  
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Coconut:

The incidence of Red Palm Weevil is noticed in Coconut. The symptom of damage appears on the trunk. Holes can be seen on the trunk with chewed-up fibre protruding out. Many times, reddish brown liquid can be seen oozing out from the hole. 
Sometimes the gnawing sound produced by the feeding grubs inside will also be audible. In the advanced stage of infestation yellowing of the inner whorl of leaves occurs. The crowns fall or dry up later when the palm is dead. 
To control this, set up a pheromone trap by using a 5-litre bucket filled with 2 kg Castor cake + 3litre of water + 2 well rotten Banana + 2 pieces of Pine Apple + 100 gm Jaggery per hectare.  
Or Root feed with Profenophos @10 ml with 100ml water per tree. 
Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Crossandra: 

The incense of nematode was noticed in Crossandra floral crop. The symptoms are stunted parches in the field, yellowing with puckering, internodal length reduced to give a rosette appearance, and lesions on the secondary and tertiary roots. 

To control, apply Paecilomyces Lilacinus W.P @ 2kg/acre, apply FYM @ 12.5 tonne/ha and apply neem cake @ 500 kg/ha.  

Using the chemical method, mix Cartap Hydrochloride granules @ 7Kg per acre, with farmyard manure and apply. 

Fertilizer application and spraying activities should be carried out, only on non-rainy days.
Animal Husbandry:
Provide B-Complex liquid supplementation through drinking water to poultry birds to combat heat stress.  
Farmers are advised to reduce the number of birds in a unit area of poultry shed to overcome the heat stress.
