Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district during 23. 05. 2026 to 27.05.2026. Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.
Wind Warning: 
Banana, Papaya, Moringa & Sugarcane

Thunderstorm with Lightning with Strong Gusty Wind with a speed of 40 to 50 kmph is expected on 23 to 27 May 2026.

Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and to provide adequate support for crops like Banana, Papaya and Moringa, to prevent from lodging. 

Gourds:
For Gourds check the structures /pandhals for damages in the strings and poles and provide adequate support.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Cumbu, Cotton, Coconut & Animal Husbandry)
Cumbu: 

Prevailing weather is suitable for sowing Cumbu. CO7, CO (Cu) 9, X7, ICMV 221, and TNAU Cumbu hybrid Co9 varieties are suitable for rain-fed conditions. 
Soaking of cumbu seeds either in 2% Potassium chloride (KCl) or 3% Sodium Chloride (NaCl) for 16 hours followed by 5 hours of shade drying improves germination and stand. 
Adopt the spacing of 45 x 15 cm for all varieties. One pair row of cumbu, alternated with a single row of pulse crop.  
Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.
Cotton:

Due to the prevailing weather conditions the incense Thrips in cotton. 
The symptoms are, the shriveling of leaves due to the scrapping of the epidermis and de-sapping.  
Attacked terminal buds have ragged edges. A silvery shiny appearance seems under the surface of the leaves.  

To control, spray Imidacloprid 200 SL @ 100 ml/acre.

Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.

Coconut: 

Using the existing soil moisture condition due to the recent rainfall, the Coconut Farmers are advised to sow the seeds of green manure crop sun hemp around the coconut trees @50gms/tree and incorporate the same into the soil after 45 days.
Spraying and fertilizer application activities should be carried during the early morning or late evening hours of non-rainy days.

Animal Husbandry:
Due to the prevailing weather conditions, Enterotoxaemia disease may affect the Goats. The main symptom of the disease is sudden death in young growing kids. Mucous diarrhea may also be seen during death.

To prevent this disease, do not feed on young grass, allow the goat to graze one hour after the sunshine. 
Vaccinate the animals once a year before the onset of monsoon.
