General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:

Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.

Wind Warning: 

Thunderstorm with Lightning associated with gusty winds speed reaching 30-40 Kmph likely to occur at isolated places over district during 01.05.2026 to 03.05.2026 May 2026. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and support for banana crops to prevent from lodging.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Brinjal, Coconut & Animal Husbandry)
Brinjal: 
The incidence of Alternaria leaf spot disease is noticed in the Brinjal Crop. The symptoms are Cracks appearing in leaf spot

The two species of Alternaria occur commonly, causing the characteristic leaf spots with concentric rings.

The spots are mostly irregular, 4-8 mm in diameter and may coalesce to cover large areas of the leaf blade. Severely affected leaves may drop off.

A. melongenae also infects the fruits causing large deep-seated spots. The infected fruits turn yellow and drop off prematurely.
To control this, spray 1 per cent Bordeaux mixture or 2 gms of Copper oxychloride or 2.5 grams of Zineb per litre of water.
Coconut:
The incense of Mealy Bug is noticed in Coconut. Mealybugs colonize on all the tender plants parts like bases of spear leaf, spadix, and inflorescence and beneath the perianth of the nut. As a result, the leaves become highly stunted, suppressed, deformed, and present a crinkled appearance. 
Mealybugs infest the unopened heartleaf and inflorescence. It feeds plant sap. Leaves are yellowing and dry up. Button mealy bugs colonize under the perianth lobes of tender nuts. Infested nuts harbouring gravid mealy bugs remain on the spadix, which serves as inoculum for further spread.  
Remove leaflets harbouring these insects and destroy them. 
To manage the mealy bug spray Neem Oil @ 1 litre per acre with sticky agent @ 100ml/acre.
Brinjal: 
To manage the pest occurrence in vegetable crop fields, farmers are advised to install a Solar light trap @ 1 No. per acre, Pheromone trap @ 8Nos. per acre and Yellow sticky traps @ 8Nos. per acre. 
To prevent diseases Trichoderma Viride @1kg per 500kg of farmyard manure can be applied during the last ploughing
Animal Husbandry:
Accommodation for laying hens in summer should be increased to 2 1/2 feet. 
Give cold clean water 5 to 6 times. 
The fodder tray should be kept clean. 
Chickens should be provided with roaming accommodation without crisis. 
If the top layer of the egg is found to be thin due to heat, vitamin D should be added to the feed. 
Thus, by protecting the chickens from the summer heat can prevent their death and avoid causing loss to the farm.
