General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorms & lightning with light to Moderate rain is likely to occur at one or two places over the district during 01.05.2026 to 03.05.2026.

Keep your Livestock / Animals safely in the shelters. Don’t tie the animals to the electric poles and under trees. 
To safeguard your animals from lightning and thunderstorm, remove the metal bells tied to the necks of animals.

Wind Warning: 

Thunderstorm with Lightning associated with gusty winds speed reaching 30-40 Kmph likely to occur at isolated places over district during 01.05.2026 to 03.05.2026 May 2026. Hence farmers are advised to provide propping in sugarcane and support for banana crops to prevent from lodging.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Banana, Coconut, Black gram & Animal Husbandry)
Banana: 
To increase the yield in Banana crop, farmers are advised to go with a foliar spray of Banana Shakthi @ 20 gms / litre of water along with lemon juice. 

Spraying can be given during the 3rd, 5th and 7th months after planting.
Coconut:
The incidence of Rugose Spiralling Whitefly (RSW) noticed in coconut trees.  These insects deposit honey-like waste material on the lower surface of coconut grooves. The leaves turn dark due to the spread of black fungus on them. 
To control this, farmers can spray water with high pressure on the bottom and top of the coconut leaves. 
Installation of yellow sticky trap @ 2 Nos. per acre can be used to attract and destroy mother insects. 
When the damage is severe, add 5 ml of neem oil and 1 ml of sticky liquid and spray evenly on the base of the leaves. 
Take Maida flour @ 25gm per litre of water, boil it and then spray it well on the black mould.
Black gram: 
Due to the prevailing hot and dry weather condition, there is a chance for the infestation of the sucking pests including Hoppers, Thrips and White flies in the rice fallow Blackgram crop.

To control this, spray Azadiractin at 0.03% or Triazophos at 2 ½ ml/lit of water.
Animal Husbandry:
Accommodation for laying hens in summer should be increased to 2 1/2 feet. 
Give cold clean water 5 to 6 times. 
The fodder tray should be kept clean. 
Chickens should be provided with roaming accommodation without crisis. 
If the top layer of the egg is found to be thin due to heat, vitamin D should be added to the feed. 
Thus, by protecting the chickens from the summer heat can prevent their death and avoid causing loss to the farm.
