	SMS Advisory
	Chances of light rain during 16, 19, 20 May & Moderate rain on 17, 18 May. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 29℃ to 32℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 19℃-22℃. Generally cloudy sky will appear for the next five days.  Wind is expected with the speed of 6-12 Kmph from, Southwest direction.


General Advisory:
Heavy rain at isolated places with thunderstorm & lightning at one or two places is likely to occur over the district on 17 & 18 May 2026. Farmers are advised to act swiftly to repair the water channels, farm ponds and other water bodies to harvest the rain water. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops, provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall, do not allow the animals to grazing outside, standing near the trees or electric poles & provide safe shelter.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: (Banana, Maize, Horticulture Crops, Coconut, Horticulture crop & Animal Husbandry)
Banana:

Since Heavy rainfall is expected to occur at one or two places, there are chances of water logging and stacking of banana crops. Provide adequate drainage facility and avoid fertilizer and pesticide application. Remove and destruct the decayed and rotten leaves. Provide support to 5 months old trees using wooden poles.

Maize:

Postpone the sowing / Planting Activities.

Drain the excess rain water from the field.

Postpone Plant protection activities such as Fertilizer application and Pesticides spraying for next 5 days.

Horticulture Crops:

Avoid irrigating the fields. 

Drain the excess rain water from the field.

Postpone Plant protection activities such as Fertilizer application and Pesticides spraying for next 5 days. 

Coconut:

Heavy rainfall is expected in the coming days, coconut growers are advised to safely remove the old and decayed fronds. Provide adequate drainage facilities in the field. 
Horticulture crop:

Since heavy rainfall expected, farmers are advised to provide adequate drainage facilities in the fields to avoid water stagnation and farmers are advised to repair the water channels.

Avoid spraying of fertilizer, fungicide and pesticide during the rainy days.

Weather based Agro Advisory: 

Heavy rainfall is expected on 17 & 18 May 2026. During these days farmers are advised to avoid irrigation, intercultural operations and application of plant protection measures to the standing crops.

Provide adequate drainage facilities in the field and renovate the rain water harvesting structures to avoid water stagnation due to heavy rainfall.  Try to harvest the rainwater in the farm ponds / water bodies.

Provide support to crops likes Banana, Papaya and sugarcane.
Animal Husbandry:
Provide B-Complex liquid supplementation through drinking water to poultry birds to combat heat stress.  
Farmers are advised to reduce the number of birds in a unit area of poultry shed to overcome the heat stress.
