	Chances of light rain during 25, 26, 27, 28 & 29 Apr. Maximum temperature would be in the range of 37℃ to 39℃ and the minimum temperature would be between 26℃-27℃. General Advisory:
THUNDERSTORM WARNING:
Thunderstorm with lightning is likely to occur at one or two places over district on 29 April 2026. Farmers are advised to take precautionary measures while grazing/herding the sheep, goat, cow on agriculture land for manuring purpose. Do not allow the animals to graze outside, standing near the trees or electric poles. Provide safe shelter for your livestock.
There is a rise in maximum temperature for the forthcoming days, and due to this the soil moisture content may be reduced. 
Based on the soil moisture condition of the field, farmers can provide irrigation to their crops.  

Farmers are advised to take up mulching around the root basin of the horticulture crop with dried leaves, grass and other farm wastes to retain the soil moisture content.

Since the prevailing daytime temperature is very high, Spraying activities should be done only during the early morning or evening hours.
Weather Based Agro-Advisories: Pepper, Cardamom, Banana & Animal Husbandry)
Pepper: 
During the summer period, form round beds around the pepper vines, 
Apply VAM and Vermicompost to the root region, cover it with dry leaves as mulching, and irrigate the crop immediately. 
By doing this, we can increase the yield of pepper.

Cardamom: 
Mosaic or Katte disease is a serious disease affecting the productivity of Cardamom. 
This is transmitted by banana aphids which can be controlled by regular spraying with Methyl Demeton 25 EC or Dimethoate 30 EC or Hosphomidon 86 WSC at 750 ml/ha.
Banana: 

The incense of Pseudostem weevil /borer (Odoiporus longicollis) is noticed in Banana fields. The Pseudostem weevils are normally black colour ones, but red colour variants are also found in some areas. 
The pest breeds and becomes more active during summer and monsoon seasons. Early symptoms of infestation are the presence of small pin-head size holes on the pseudo stem, fibrous extrusions from bases of the leaf petioles, and exudation of a gummy substance from the holes of the pseudo stem. 
To control this, Keep the plantation clean, remove trash and burn the refuse, do not dump infected plants into the manure pit, uproot infected trees, chop them into pieces, and burn them.  
Use Pheromone traps @ 2 traps/acre to attract and destroy the weevils. 
Method to trap the weevil with split pseudo stem: 
The freshly cut pseudo stem is a good breeding place for weevils. So, after the bunch has been harvested, cut the pseudo stem close to the ground then cut it into small pieces in lengths of up to 60 cm, split each along its length. 
The open cut side of the pseudo stem cut pieces of about 30 to 40 numbers (split traps) can be sprayed with 0.5% solution of Beauveria bassiana or Metarhizium anisopliae,  and place them in the soil, as the cut portion faces the ground. 
These cut pieces (split traps) attract adult female weevils to feed and lay their eggs. As soon as the larvae emerge, these pieces become dry and eventually the larvae die because of dehydration.

Animal Husbandry:
Farmers are advised to deworm their goats for Round / Tap Worms for the months of May and June. Farmers can contact the nearby veterinarian for deworming their goats. Deworming should be done in the morning hours while the goats are in an empty stomach.
