	· Foliar spray of TNAU Pulse wonder @ 5 kg/ha once at flowering is recommended to decreases flower shedding.

	· To manage bacterial blight disease, spray streptomycin sulphate @ 300 ppm + copper oxychloride @ 2.0 kg/ha immediately after the symptom appearance and repeat at 10 days later.
· To manage leaf hopper, spray Imidacloprid 200SL at 100ml/ha or Acetamiprid 20%SP 50g/ha or Azadirachtin 0.03%WSP 2500- 5000g/ha.
· Need based irrigation to be given.

	· To manage red palm weevil and rhinoceros beetle incidence, fill the crown and the axils of top most three leaves with a mixture of fine sand and neem seed powder or neem seed kernel powder (2:1) once in three months to prevent the attack, setting up of attractant traps (mud pots) containing sugarcane molasses 2½ kg or toddy 2½ litres + acetic acid 5 ml + yeast 5 g 217 + longitudinally split tender coconut stem/logs of green petiole of leaves of 30 numbers in one acre to trap adult red palm weevils in large numbers. 
· For nut bearing coconut Palm, root feed TNAU coconut tonic @200ml/palm once in six months.
· Need based irrigation to be given.

	· Apply press mud at 5 kg per plant to reduce the wilt incidence or apply Pseudomonas fluorescens (Pf1) liquid formulation @ 4 l/ha at 2nd, 4th and 6th months after planting through drip system to manage panama wilt and nematode complex.
· Provide support (staking) to protect banana trees which are over five months old.
· Need based irrigation to be given.

	· Spray NAA @ 20 ppm 3-4 times during flowering at 10 days interval to reduce flower drop.
· To manage sucking pests, beetles attack in flowers, spray imidacloprid 200SL at 100ml/ha or Azadirachtin 0.03%WSP 2500- 5000g/ha.
