Tread the seeds with Carbendazim @ 2g/kg of seed.

	Provide adequate drainage to recently cumbu sown areas. Gap filling may be done by utilizing the soil moisture and expected rainfall.

	Cotton
	Vegetative and flowering
	Due to continuous rain, reddening of Cotton leaves may be happen in summer irrigated combodia cotton which is around in 60 days, spray 5% Megnesium sulphate + 1% urea + 0.1% Zinc sulphate. 
Apply Trichoderma Viride @ 2.5 kg/ha + 250 kg of FYM to control wilt disease.

	Sugarcane
	Vegetative
	Drainage to early and mid-season planted Sugarcane as moderate rainfall is expected.

	Turmeric
	Planting
	Planting of turmeric may be done after tuber treatment based soil moisture content and if already planted, drainage facilities may be created especially in low lying areas.

	Coconut
	
	An Inward basin may be formed around the coconut trees to conserve the summer rains in the root zone.
Due to high temperature Rugose spiraling whitefly incidence is increasing. 





	
	
	Root Wilt (Candidatus Phytoplasma)
· Recommended NPK + FYM-50kg + Neem Cake 5 kg / palm/yr + Green Manuring
· Azospirillum – 200g + Phosphobacteria - 200g + VAM – 100g + Bacillus subtills –  200g + Trichoderma asperellum 200 g / palm / yr
· TNAU Coconut tonic root feeding @ 40 ml / palm at 6 months interval
· Soil application of ‘TNAU COCOCON’ @ 5 litre / acre at 3 months interval
Need based Root feeding of hexaconazole (3ml + 200 ml water) for leaf Rot

	Rain may be accompanied with thunders and lightening, hence during the rain animals may not be allowed for open grazing. 
In some places Thullumari disease is observed in sheep and goats hence farmers are requested to allow the sheep and goats are requested to vaccinate in nearby veterinary hospital.



SMS advisory: 
· Since wind speed is accelerated up to 08 kmph along with rainfall, detrashing and propping is advised to avoid lodging of sugarcane.
